CHAPTER RIDE RULES

Our objective as H.O.G members is to Ride and Have Fun

Our responsibility as H.O.G members is to Ride safely

Here are the ways to achieve this

Ø Arrive at the nominated meeting place with a full tank of fuel where possible.

Ø Adhere to State Road Rules and Speed Limits.

Ø The Road Captain leads the group. Do not overtake him/her

Ø We try to maintain a group to and from our destination. Depending on group size
and type of roads we may need to split into groups.

Ø Listen to the Road Captains instructions before we leave in case the group does
separate.

Ø Please be aware of who is behind you, Make sure they are not too far behind
for safety reasons and to help the group stay together.

Ø Ride in staggered formation, not side by side. In the rain and poorer conditions, or
if the road is narrow travel single file.

Ø Use only one lane of a multi-lane highway.

Ø Make sure you are well off the road when you stop for a scheduled stop.

Ø Do not “Rubber Band”, speed up and slow down, when riding in the group.

Ø If a Rider stops or breaks down Tail end Charlie will render assistance.

Ø Ride within your safety zone. If you have to go slower that’s fine – let the others
safely get passed and then meet everyone at the next stop.

Ø Complying with the Ride Rules keeps you in the official Ride Group
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
