Listen to the Road Captain® instructions before we leave in case the group does separate.
Please be aware of who is behind you, make sure they are not too far behind for safety
reasons and to help the group stay together.
Ride in staggered formation, not side by side. In the rain and poorer conditions, or if the road is
narrow travel in single file.
Use only one lane of a multi-lane highway.
Make sure you are well off the road when you stop for a scheduled stop.
